	CDOT is scheduled to perform construction on Arapahoe Road in the coming weeks that will involve a mill and overlay of Arapahoe Road between I-25 and Parker Road, as well as intersection improvements at Dayton Street and Jordan Road. In preparation for this, the contractor will be conducting field investigations the week of June 2 that will require lane closures between 7 a.m. and 5 p.m. All planned lane closures are for acceleration/deceleration/ turn lanes; no closures to mainline Arapahoe are expected during the day, though some may occur from 7 p.m. to 5 a.m. 
We as your council members want to communicate to all citizens that this is a CDOT project and not a city project. However, we are working with city staff to ensure our citizens are aware of the construction and can take all precautions to move efficiently through the city.
