the meeting the study will be to offer alternatives to replace the fence with one of two “alternate designs of precast concrete or stucco.”  Norm suggested the board may call a special homeowner meeting to approve a plan and get started earlier, and Harvey concurred.

The one-year-old Fence Committee headed by Steve Jeffreies was disbanded. 

Meanwhile, a consultant in April 2007 studied the community’s capital needs and estimated “the remaining useful lives and replacement costs” of common property.  This study found that reserves for replacement of these items in the years ahead would range from a total of $184,640 (best case) to $215,275 (worst case).  The community had $188,395 in the Replacement Fund as of Dec. 31, 2006, and of course money has been added in 2007.   As it turns out, we needn’t fret about what our auditor Potts said about this study in his audit.   He said his warnings were canned language and he has no opinion.

A number of residents expressed concern about whether reserves would be sufficient for rebuilding streets and replacing failing curb concrete in coming years.  Malcolm promised that the board would update the study on a frequent basis.

Home Sprinklers

A builder flaw found at two residences that resulted in one flooded basement has caused the association to budget $15,000 to remedy the problem.  The problem was the builder used polyethylene flexible tubing to connect each home’s water source to the underground sprinkler control box.  This tubing can’t stand up to constant pressure and will be replaced with rigid PVC tubing.  The Green Plan will do the work at a cost of about $300 per house.

Storm Water Fee 

Did you notice a $78 line item on your Arapahoe County tax bill last April?  That’s your “fee” for your “impervious” house and driveway paid to the new Southeast Metro Stormwater Authority, an organization formed in 2006 (in their words on their website) “to protect people and property from flooding, to comply with unfunded federal environmental regulations, and to provide a funding mechanism so that the stormwater services can be performed.”  The HOA also got nicked for this and that bill comes to $3,100 a year.

It would appear runoff from rains doesn’t come cheaply as it gushes from Lake Sanctuary into Cherry Creek Reservoir.  

With that residents departed into the silent night where all is calm and all is bright.

Jensen Elected to Sanctuary Board

Dale R. Jensen who resides at 6155 S. Carson St. was elected to a three-year term on the board of our Sanctuary homeowners’ association at the annual meeting.
