The new company’s first visit to mow will be the week of Sept. 2 after clearing a few immigration hurdles for its workers.  The date is uncertain.

The Grounds Committee, headed by Carol Race, interviewed candidates and concluded TGP was the winner because, as Carol noted:

· The company’s head, John L. Bartley, is personable and a good communicator.  

· He’s knowledge about landscaping issues and wants to be proactive.

· He comes to us with 30-plus years of landscaping experience.

· John’s part of TGP, operating in the south metro area, is only a year old and he wants us, his first residential client, to be TGP’s showcase property.

TruGreen’s pullout came suddenly and as a surprise.  One of its former employees, Antonio, once a supervisor in our community, has joined TGP.  And, yes, he speaks English.
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TGP’s contract with our community has a mutual 30-day termination clause in case things don’t work out as planned.  The point-person role for landscape issues will return to Stan Massey shortly.  

Who’s The Green Plan?

John Bartley, who is division manager of The Green Plan, Inc.’s south-Denver landscape-maintenance operations, believes the customer comes first.  Always.  And that, he says, is the hallmark of his expanding business.

John’s association with TGP came about through a series of career shifts.  He has a degree in golf-course maintenance and practiced what he learned as grounds superintendent at Inverness Golf Club for 20 years.  In 1993 he bought into RPM, a maintenance company, and in 1998 an opportunity came to sell the firm.  He got his price and on the day of closing the acquiring firm was sold to TruGreen.  He served as regional manager for TruGreen until 2005.

Soon thereafter he joined with Jeff Pope, the owner of TGP.  But that firm is headquartered in the north-metro area and John lives in Larkspur.  Dreading the commute, John offered to start a landscaping service in the south of Denver. His clients now include a number of commercial and apartment complexes; however, Sanctuary on the Park is his first neighborhood-association property.  And we will be one of his larger contracts.

His philosophy is that the landscaping business is all about relationships.  “If we take care of the customer, our business will prosper,” John said.  “Our customers come first.”
