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Dig that crazy dirt pile at the CornerStar site where eventually apartments, shops, restaurants and big-box stores will rise.

A Heavy-Equipment Operator’s Dream Job: The CornerStar Site

That dirt pile we’ve watched grow and blow at Parker and Arapahoe over the past year will morph into the CornerStar shopping/apartment complex if no further protests to the Site Plan 1 are heard, Stan Massey, our communities’ ears and eyes on these things, says.

Stan and Linda have attended dozens of meetings about this project, the Shoppes at Arapahoe Commons, and the much-needed grand plan for unclogging Arapahoe Road east of I-25.  They have a foot-high stack of documents if you’d like to see the plans.

For those of us with short memories and full e-mail in-boxes, here’s where we stand on these three:

CornerStar:  By far the largest near us, this complex received the Aurora Planning Commission’s seal of approval on Site Plan 1.  That means they’re good to go with building the infrastructure – South Chambers Road from Parker diagonally to Arapahoe, East Briarwood Circle within the project and all the streets and utilities for the complex.  The first building will be a 24-Hour Fitness shop on the southeast side.  There’ll also be a Target, Best Buy, Dick’s Sporting Goods, DSW Shoes and a bunch of restaurants that don’t use plastic forks.  Stan guesses the dirt pile is temporary and will be spread out to the west when permits are issued.  

Shoppes:  Stan learned Opus has sold the project to another developer, Icon Investment, which makes smaller, neighborhood-oriented projects.  Meanwhile, Aurora has completed the rezoning to “standard” codes, and that reduced maximum building heights from 50 feet to 35 feet and allowed the developer to move an “auto facility” to the east end.  The City of Aurora has received a set of development plans for a bank at the west end of this development, closest to Jordan Road.

Arapahoe Road:  A million here and a million there and pretty soon this plan runs into serious money.  The final public meeting on the corridor study took place Aug. 9 and more ideas were thrown onto the log pile. Such as “consider extending Belleview across Cherry Creek State Park.”  The report gives first priority to Parker and Arapahoe ($85 to $125 million) over 2-5 years; and then I-25 and Arapahoe ($52 million) over 5-10 years.  As for our measly Jordan and Arapahoe corner, the study favors an overpass with a “junior interchange” or a “diamond interchange” as an alternative.  This requires serious money, which the state doesn’t have.  Meanwhile, they’re building more houses, apartments, restaurants and big boxes.
